If the name of
the student or teacher is written on the music, it must be covered prior to
check-in. No unauthorized reproductions of copyrighted music may be used.

Because of the large number of
students participating, a time limit will be observed. Winners will be announced
and ratings will be posted in the lobby of the Potter Fine Arts Building.
